NOTE:  You may notice that the section of Matthew 6 that deals with fasting (verses 16-18) was omitted from the questions for this lesson.  This is simply due to the fact that the same questions and points would have been made in this section that were made countless times in the previous two lessons as well as in the prayer section of this lesson.  Christ’s point here is still simply that seemingly good actions mean nothing if not done with a proper heart and for the right reason.
